


Ibaaku, the latest of a string of names he has given himself, is an artist
on the move, ethereal, propelled by an eclectic and insatiable appetite
for sound.

His creative path started early on in Thies, where playing keys and
clarinet gradually carried him into various genres through which he
meandered, hip hop, soul, jazz, folk. Always momentarily, always on
their fringes.

His music owes to Dakar's buzzing and sprawling urbanism, home to his
recording studio, as much as it does to Casamance's green stretches and
to Sardinia's rugged landscapes, where he likes to retreat, getting lost to
better find himself.

Since the end of the 1990s, he has produced records for artists and
released two albums with his successive groups, making him a pivotal
figure in the hip hop scene. He wanders inside as an eccentric insider,a b
-boy freed from the codes, attitudes and requisite forms.

Because he is a stranger to contemporary out-and-out advertisement
culture, he remains a confidential artist, busier crafting than promoting.
His artistic integrity, his freedom of movement remain unaltered, and
are manifested in the multifaceted work he continues to build with his
group I-Science, his personal compositions or his collaboration with
fashion designer Selly Raby Kane.

Curious about the world and the artistic innovations it reveals,
mobilized to blast the walls and boundaries pitted within music by the
business, Ibaaku is one of these millenials who form the avant-garde of
contemporary creativity on the African continent.
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Ibaaku is a multidisciplinary artist. He's a producer, multi-instrumentist,
author, composer and radio wizard.

His artistic path begins in the 1990s in Dakar with the group Still. He
then multiplied his collaborations with numerous artists in the
Senegalese hip hop scene, before starting his own solo career. Among
his collaborations, he can be heard in Xuman and Keyti's Journal Rappé
(rapped TV news), along with Daara J on their 20 ans de carriére (20
years career anniversary) event, or more recently at the Galsen Hip Hop
Award (Senegalese hip hop awards) for his participation in B' latest
album, crowned best rap album of 2015.

He crosses the stretch of Gibraltar to go on tour in Denmark with
Senegalese rapper Matador, as well as for a residency with Fouma
System and Veteran Comic Rockers in Copenhagen. He took partin the
Diversity festival in Tenerife in 2005, and also toured Belgium with his
band | Science in 2013.

He is one of the founding members of the group | Science, which has
been evolving since 2008. The band has performed across Senegal and
the sub-region, touring in particular among the Institut Francais
network.

Radio comes to Ibaaku in 2014. Since then, he hosts the very popular
Good Vibes program on Vibe Radio in Dakar. Through this new role, he
creates a solid fan base, which follows his adventures live and direct on
weekdays from 4 to 8pm.

As his talent and determination are increasingly recognized, Ibaaku still
collaborates as a producer on various projects, in particular for the
Compagnie Mer Noire in Senegal or the Hip Hop Games 2015 in France.
His collaboration with Senegalese stylist SRK - Selly Raky Kane - for the
musical production of the Alien Cartoon fashion show and art
performance, gave birth to his solo musical project.
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Alien Cartoon is a projection through time and space, an inquiry into
Dakar as a city of the future. How will it evolve, what will it become in
the face of otherness, strangeness and significant differences?

Alien Cartoon is the original soundtrack to stylist Selly Raby Kane's
fashion show and art performance.

Audio performances being key to enhancing the experience of a fashion
show, Ibaaku rose to the challenge. He perfectly translated the futuristic
universe of the collection by infusing odd sounds, swarms of insects and
earthy voices, into the music he produced for Alien Cartoon.

Ibaaku offers afro-hypnotic, innovative music to the Senegalese scene.
